1. This agreement allows the resident, _______________________________________ 
residing at __________________________________________, Tacoma, WA, to maintain not more than one (1) pet described below.  The agreement is conditioned on the resident (i) fulfilling all conditions stated below; (ii) keeping and maintaining the pet responsibly; (iii) complying with THA’s pet rules as outlined in its Property Management Policies; and (iv) and complying with all applicable laws, including those pertaining to public health and animal anti-cruelty.

Tenant agrees to keep no pet other than the one authorized by this agreement. When full grown the pet may not exceed 20 pounds at senior and other apartment style complexes and 40 pounds at Salishan, Dixon Village, Hillside Terrace, Bergerson Terrace and townhouse units at Bay Terrace. Large dogs that will traditionally exceed 40 pounds when full grown are not allowed.

Dogs of dangerous propensity breeds such as pit bulls, Rottweilers, chows and boxer breeds are not allowed.  
Ferrets and other animals whose natural protective mechanisms pose a risk to small children of serious bites or lacerations are not allowed.  
Animals not permitted by law, code or ordinance are not allowed.  
Uncommon household pets (reptiles, rodents, insects, spiders, wild animals, pigs, chickens, commercial breeding) are not allowed.

2. Execution of this agreement acknowledges receipt of a non-refundable fee to cover reasonable operating costs to the development relating to the presence of a pet.

3. Dog or cat shall remain inside a tenant’s unit unless attended  on a leash not longer than six (6) feet. The pet shall be appropriately and effectively restrained and under the control of a responsible individual while on the common areas of the development.  You cannot solely keep the pet outdoors.  You cannot create a dog run, have a kennel or make alterations to a patio or yard area for the animal.


Tenant must pick up and dispose of all animal waste in sealed plastic bags and place the bag in the garbage containers.

In the case of cats and other pets using litter boxes, the pet owner must change the litter no less than once a week.  Litter must be disposed of in plastic bags and must be placed in the garbage container.

4. 
If a pet is left unattended for 24 hours, the Tacoma Housing Authority (THA) may enter a unit to transfer it to the proper authority.  THA accepts no responsibility for pets so removed.  

5. 
THA has the right to conduct an inspection of the tenant’s unit for compliance with this Agreement once every three months for the first year.

6. 
At the time of annual re-examination, tenants shall provide written proof of: 

a. current license from city or county;

b. 
a certificate signed by a licensed veterinarian or state or local authority empowered to inoculate animals (or designated agent of such an authority), stating the pet has received all inoculations required by applicable state and local law;

c. 
pet being neutered/spayed if no evidence exists in tenant file.

7. 
The pet must be registered with THA each year at the time of the tenant’s annual re-examination.  Animals requiring a license must be licensed.  
8. 
The pet shall not be allowed to interfere with the peaceful enjoyment of other residents or neighbors by barking, howling, biting, scratching or other such activities. A pet may be removed if it presents a danger or a health hazard to other residents (i.e., rabies, fleas, etc.) or if two or more substantiated complaints are received in a 6-month period.  
9. 
The resident shall comply with all municipal, city, or county codes regarding pet ownership.

10. 
Other:

a. Pet must wear an ID collar at all times.
b. Resident may not alter patio or yard area.
c. Residents must provide THA with two (2) emergency contact numbers if required for care of pet.
d. Resident must provide THA with the name and address and telephone number of the pet’s veterinarian.
e. Resident must not feed strays.  Strays will be considered keeping a pet without permission and removed.  Do not leave food outside your unit to attract strays or wild animals such as birds or squirrels, or make such animals your unofficial pet.   

f. Two or more substantiated written complaints received in a six month period shall result in the removal of the pet.
g. Pet may not be kept outdoors.
h. Resident must own a vacuum cleaner and clean up pet residue (odor, hair, seeds, feathers, water) daily.
i. THA shall not be held responsible for illnesses caused to animal due to routine extermination procedures.
THA may require the resident to remove the pet if THA determines that the resident has not complied with this agreement or that the pet constitutes a nuisance or a threat to the health and safety of the other occupants or of other persons in the community. The resident’s failure to remove the pet would be a lease violation.
The resident may use the Grievance Procedure described in the Lease Agreement to resolve any dispute regarding the pet.
